Drugonyms

1. Each team will use the letters in the assigned drug name(s) to develop an acronym where each letter begins a sentence or short paragraph that fully describes that drug name. Remind teams that each "drugonym" should include the following information: 

1. Forms, category (club drugs, hallucinogens, sedatives, narcotics, amphetamines, steroids, etc.), and how taken 

2. Street or common names 

3. Other drugs within this category 

4. Short term effects 

5. Long term effects 
2. Students will spend 1 day researching the drug using the Web and meeting with their group to construct their "drugonym". 
3. On the second day, part of the class will be used to finish the activity and the second part of class to present each group's "drugonym" to the class. 
Student work will be scored according to the following 30 point scale:

· Addressed the category and forms of the drug, and how it is taken: 5 points 

· Addressed street or common names of the drug: 5 points 

· Addressed other drugs within the same category: 5 points 

· Addressed short-term and long-term effects on the body: 5 points 

· Contributed to group effort: 5 points 
You can choose from the following drugs: alcohol, marijuana, methamphetamine, cocaine, heroin, LSD, steroids, Ecstasy (MDMA), Phencyclidine (PCP), inhalants, Oxycodone (oxycontin), Vicodin
